· Start: Canal port near the railway at 12:00 PM; bib check, tracker and mandatory gear at 11:20 AM
· Finish: Cesenatico beach

· Quattro Colli Running: 12h15m

 Race Rules
· First 23 km must be run together; overtaking the race judge is forbidden and leads to disqualification
· At 2:15 PM a new start will be given
· Runners must stay on the left lane
· Support vehicles must not drive alongside runners; they may stop only off-road
· All participants and companions must respect traffic laws
 Finish Lines
· 1st finish line: “La Montagna” at km 84.4, top of Barbotto (Quattro Colli Running – double marathon)
· 2nd finish line: “Iron Man/Woman” at 200.2 km
 Athlete Gear Drop
At race kit pickup and start (until 12:00), 4 numbered boxes will be available to deposit gear bags:
· Box 1: km 59 (2nd hill)
· Box 2: km 84 (4th hill)
· Box 3: km 116 (6th hill)
· Box 4: km 160.9 (100 miles)
You may leave food, night clothing, etc. in clearly labeled bags with your bib number. After use, return bags to the box; they will be available at the finish. The organization is not responsible for contents.
 Bib Pickup & Tracker
· Bibs: Friday evening (location TBD) or Saturday morning at the Maritime Museum (no later than 10:00 AM)
· Tracker: Safety device, not for race strategy
· €50 deposit required, refunded upon return at Scopa, Barbotto, Perticara or Finish
 Mandatory Equipment
Each athlete must carry:
· Thermal blanket
· Waterproof/thermal jacket
· Headlamp
· Red rear light
· Reflective vest
· Water supply
· Food supply
· Mobile phone (always on and with you)
Except for phone, water, food, and blanket, other items may be stored in boxes or support vehicles. Random checks will be conducted; missing gear results in disqualification.
 Environmental & Safety Rules
· Littering by athletes or support crews leads to immediate disqualification
· CSEN sports regulations and health protocols apply
· Course marked with white arrows on asphalt; in absence of signs, continue straight
· Additional signs, ribbons, and flashing lights at night
· Nove Colli Cycling signs do not match Running course and may mislead, especially after 8th hill
· From km 34 (Fratta Terme), check-in at each refreshment point is mandatory (bib number + time). Missing check-in = disqualification
· Retired athletes must hand in bib and may board the broom bus to Barbotto/hotel. The organization is not responsible for unauthorized withdrawals
